The 39 Great-Grandparents of Sven Hog and Anna Stina Johansdotter

I uncovered the identities of twelve of Sven Hog’s 3rd great-grandparents over
the course of 2011 to 2017: Isaac Ericsson and Karin Joénsdotter,
Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter, Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter,
Hakan Svensson and Marit, Mans Persson and Elisabeth Mansdotter, and
Urban Jagendyvel and Maria Olofsdotter. At least three of Sven’s
3rd great-grandfathers were prominent people in their parishes. Knut Persson
served in the Swedish Cavalry and had ancestral links to mnobility,
Mans Persson was a crown forester, and Urban Jagendyvel was an educated
surgeon who served in the Swedish Army.

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6.0. Discovering the 3@ Great-Grandparents of Sven Hog and Anna Stina Johansdotter

Between 2013 to 2015, I uncovered the identities of four of
Anna Stina Johansdotter’s 3t great-grandparents: Ebbe Arvidsson and
Marit Bengtsdotter (the parents of Arvid Ebbesson) and Bengt Nilsson and
Ingeborg Nilsdotter (the parents of Elin Bengtsdotter). Ebbe Arvidsson and
Bengt Nilsson were both farmers who lived at Hareryd, Flisby Parish.

One thing I noticed in my researcher is that as I got further back into the
17th century, it became increasingly common for multiple generations of a
family to live at the same farm. Marit Bengtsdotter was the last of Sven and
Anna Stina’s known ancestors to have died, dying in 1725.

Near the end of 2024, 1 discovered two more of Anna Stina’s
3rd-great-grandparents: two tenant farmers named Erik (the father of
Jons Eriksson) and Jon (the father of Karin Jonsdotter) who lived at the farm
Sanninge in western Linderas Parish. Neither of the two’s surnames are
known, but it’s likely that Erik’s last name was “Jénsson.” Erik and Jon
continued the trend of several generations of family members living at the same
farm. With the discovery of them, I learned that at least four generations of
Anna Stina’s ancestors lived at Sdnninge. One theory I have is that Erik and
Jon were related. This is because it was so common for neighbors at farms in
17t century Sweden to be related to each other. Perhaps they were brothers or
cousins? If so, that would make Jons Eriksson and Karin Jonsdotter first or
second cousins.
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Discovering Isaac Ericsson and Karin Jonsdotter

[ discovered the identities of Isaac Ericsson and Karin Jonsdotter on
August 2, 2013, four days after I discovered the identity of their son
Sven Isaacksson. Once I entered in information on Sven Isaacksson on
ancestry.com, a hint appeared, indicating a matching record that mentioned
Sven. This hint came from the Millennium File!, a database of nearly a million
records compiled by genealogists, and stated that Sven’s parents were
Isaac Ericsson and Karin Jénsdotter.

According to the Millennium File’s data on Isaac and Karin:

e Isaac was born at Bodaskégle, a farm in northern Bjorké Parish.

e Karin was born at Styggstorp, a farm in northern Bjorkd Parish. Her
parents were Jons Svensson and Kirstin Mansdotter.

e Isaac died at the age of 67 Rokkar, a farm in northwest Horeda Parish,
in 1704.

e Karin died at the age of 82 at Rékkar in 1706.

Shortly after finding this information, I obtained images of Isaac and Karin’s
burial records. I had doubts that Isaac and Karin were indeed Sven’s parents,
however, because it appeared to me that Isaac was too young to be Sven’s
father. If Isaac was 67 when he died in January of 1704, he was born around
1637, and his Sven was probably born sometime in the early 1750s. However,
once I learned that Sven was living at Rokkar when he was married in 1682, I
realized that Isaac and Karin must have been his parents.

Discovering Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter

On July 29, 2013, I discovered Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter, the
parents of Sara Knutsdotter, from the same website that I discovered Sara.2
This website listed several facts on Knut and Margareta, including:

e Knut Persson was born around 1618 and was a cavalry rider that lived at
Aggarp, Bjorko Parish.

e Knut Persson’s parents were Per Jacobsson and Elin Svensdotter.

e Knut had maternal ancestors who were of nobility and can be traced to
medieval times. He and several of his ancestors are listed in
Gustaf Elgenstierna’s The Introduced Swedish Nobility.

e Margareta  Siggesdotter’s parents were  Sigge Larsson and
Brita Boérjesdotter.

e Margareta Siggesdotter grew up in Malilla Parish, Kalmar County.

e In addition to Sara, Knut and Margareta had at least two other children,
Sven and Margareta.

e Both Knut and Margareta died in 1698.

After finding that website, I found the burial records for Knut and Margareta
from 1698. Three years later, I found a website® that contained the
information that was printed in Gustaf Elgenstierna’s The Introduced Swedish
Nobility. Elgenstierna verified that Knut Persson’s father was Per Jacobsson and
that he lived at Aggarp, Bjorké Parish. However, Elgenstierna didn’t mention
anything about Margaret Siggesdotter or Knut’s mother Elin Svensdotter.

In May of 2016, I started to conduct research on Knut and Margareta. On
May 26th, I obtained images of several of Knut Persson’s military records.
During this time, I performed multiple searches for Knut and Margareta online
and found several different genealogy websites in which they were listed.
According to one of the websites I found*, Knut and Margareta were married in
1642 and had two other sons, Isaac and Jacob. I contacted several of the
webmasters for these websites to learn where they found their sources. On
June 7t I heard back from Ake Moskull, one of the webmasters, who informed
me that I could find information about Knut and Margareta’s family from the
book Krigare, godsdgare, fattighjon - Bjérnramarna i Smaland och deras
sldktingar i Tjust och i Ostra hérad by Jean Silfving and the journal article
“Jacob Hards (af Segerstad) morfar Jacob Abrant och dennes
slaktskapsférhallanden” by Stig Ostenson.

The same day, I heard back from another webmaster, Britt-Marie Kronstrand
Wallin (who I learned was my eighth-cousin), who agreed to help me find the
book and journal article on Knut and Margareta’s family.

Britt-Marie

An email I received from my 8"-cousin Britt-Marie Kronstad Wallin in which she agreed to help me find
a book and journal article that provide information about Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter
June 9%, 2016

Over the course of the next few weeks, Britt-Marie sent me scanned images
from the pages of both Krigare, godsdigare, fattighjon - Bjérnramarna i Smaland
och deras sldktingar i Tjust och i Ostra hérad by Jean Silfving and “Jacob Hards
(af Segerstad) morfar Jacob Abrant och dennes sléktskapsférhallanden” by
Stig Ostenson. These sources were filled with numerous fascinating tidbits
about Knut and Margareta’s family and provided several primary sources.

Silfving’s book informed me of numerous court records which describe
Knut Persson’s various legal problems. In addition to having a legal dispute
over property at Aggarp with his brother Jacob, Knut wasn’t able to afford the
upkeep of Aggarp, and eventually he had to sell it to a nobleman named
Christer Duse. Silfving’s book also mentioned a Royal Letter from 1659 which
mentions Knut Persson (and states that his father was Per Jacobsson), as well
as a Governor’s Inspection which occurred at Aggarp in 1690. Upon learning of
these things, I contacted Riksarkivet and obtained images of all the court
records which mention Knut Persson, the 1659 Royal Letter which mentions
him, and the Governor’s Inspection of Aggarp. Silfving’s book also made me
aware that Knut Persson had a son named Isak.

Ostenson’s article was helpful in letting me know that Knut Persson and
Margareta Siggesdotter were married in 1642. It also informed me of court
records from 1669 and 1672 which mention land exchanges that were made
between Knut and Margareta with some of their siblings.

In January of 2017, discovered a few other interesting facts about
Knut Persson; Knut served as a churchwarden, had two other sons named
Sigge and Mans, and lived at the estate Sjoryd in the 1640s and 1650s.

Timeline of Research on Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter

p— July 29, 2013 I discover the identities of Knut Persson and
Margareta Siggesdotter. I also obtain images of
their burial records, the marriage records for two
of their children, and the death record of their
daughter Margareta.

— July, 2015 I find a website that contains information on
Knut Persson that was originally printed in
Gustaf Elgenstierna’s The Introduced Swedish Nobility.

—— May 26, 2016 I obtain images of several of Knut Persson’s
military records.

e June 17, 2016 I obtain images of the book Krigare, godsédgare,
fattighjon - Bjornramarna i Smaland och deras
sliktingar i Tjust och i Ostra héradby Jean Silfving
that contains detailed information on the family of
Knut Persson.

p— June 27, 2016 I obtain the article “Jacob Hards (af Segerstad) morfar
Jacob Abrant och dennes sliktskapsférhallanden” by
Stig Ostenson, which contains information about the
families of Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter.

e JUNE 29, 2016 I obtain an image of Knut and Margaret’s engagement
record from 1642.

s JUly 13, 2016 I obtain images of a few Landskontor records that
show Knut and Margaret’s family at Aggarp in the
late 17t century.

s NOVEember 16, 2016 I obtain images of a record of a Governor’s Inspection at
Aggarp that occurred in 1690.

s October, 2016 - I obtain images of several court records,

March, 2017 Mantalslangder records, church archive records, a
Jordebok record, and a Royal Letter associated with
Knut Persson.

e January, 2017 I learn that Knut Persson was a churchwarden from
1676 to 1681, that he had son named Sigge, and that he
may have had a son named Mans. I also learn that his
family lived at Sjoryd, Bjorko in the late 1640s and
early 1650s.
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Discovering Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter

On November 11, 2011, the same day that I found the website> that led me to
the discovery of Olof Jonsson, I learned that Olof’s father was named Jon. This
website listed a few facts about Jon:

e Jon and his wife lived at the farm Hamnaryd in Norra Solberga Parish.
e Jon died in 1666.
e Jon’s wife died in 1695.

e Jon and his wife had at least four other sons: Hakan, Bo, Isaac, and Jon.

After I found this information, I obtained images of the burial records for Jon
and his wife, as well as images for the baptism records of four of their sons.

On June 1, 2016, while looking through the marriage records that listed
anyone from Hamnaryd in the late 17t century, I found that Jon and his wife
had at least two other children, Per and Maria. Ten days later, I found a
website® that had new information on Jon and his wife. According to this
website, Jon’s surname was “Joensson” and his wife’s name was
Karin Matsdotter. A few days after discovering this, I obtained images of
several Mantalslangder records that show Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter
at Hamnaryd, Norra Solberga.

Timeline of Research on Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter

I November 8, 2011 I learn that a “Jon in Hamnaryd” was the father of
Olof Jonsson. I also obtain images of his burial
record, the burial record for his wife, and the
baptism records for several of his children.

— June 1, 2016 I obtain images of the marriage records for two of
Jon’s children.

s June 11, 2016 I learn that Jon’s last name was “Joensson” and
that his wife’s name was Karin Matsdotter.

e JUNE 15, 2016 I obtain images of several Mantalsldngder records
that show Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter at
Hamnaryd, Norra Solberga.

Discovering Hakan Svensson and Marit

In addition to leading me to the discovery of Olof Jonsson’s father, the same
website” also provided information on Ingjard Hakansdotter’s father Hakan.
According to this website:

e Hakan and his wife lived at the farm Askhultamalen, located in southern
Norra Solberga Parish.

e Hakan died in 1698.

e In addition to Ingjard, Hakan and his wife had at least three other
children: Anna, Elin, and Sven.

On June 2, 2016, I found a website® that provided me with more information
on Hakan and his family. According to this website:

e Hakan’s last name was Svensson.
e Hakan’s wife’s name was Marit and she died in 1703.
e Hakan and Marit had two other children, Eric and Karin.

Timeline of Research on Hakan Svensson and Marit

=== November 8, 2011 I learn that a “Hakan in Askhultasmalen” was the
father of Ingjard Hakansdotter. I also obtain
images of his burial record and the baptism records
for several of his children.

p— June 2, 2016 I learn that Hakan’s last name was “Svensson” and
that his wife’s name was Marit. I also learn about
two more of their children, Eric and Karin.

b June 4, 2016 I obtain images of several Mantalsldngder records
and a Rotering och utskrivningsldangder record that
show Hakan Svensson at Askhultasmalen,

Norra Solberga. I also obtain an image of a record
which mentions the burial of Marit in 1703.

After finding this website, I contacted the webmaster, a distant relative of mine
named Martin Brandt, and asked him where I could find the additional sources
he had found on Hakan and Marit’s family. After Martin provided with me all
of these sources, I obtained images of several Mantalsldangder records and a
Rotering och utskrivningsldngder record that show Hakan Svensson at
Askhultamaélen, Norra Solberga.

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Discovering Mdns Persson and Elisabeth Mansdotter

When 1 first learned about Bengt Mansson Engdahl from the website that my
distant relative Gunnar Tonquist had developed?, I also learned that Bengt’s
father was Mans Persson. Mans was a crown forester who lived at Ang,
Barkeryd Parish in the 17t century. He died there in 1688.

In November of 2012, I had my researcher Rhonda Serafini search through the
baptism, marriage, and burial records for Barkeryd Parish during the late
17th century. Rhonda found Mans Persson’s burial record, as well as the
marriage records for two of his children, Matthes and Ragnel. In June of 2013,
I had Rhonda search through the baptism, marriage, and burial records for
Barkeryd Parish during the early 18t century. This led Rhonda to find the
burial record of Elisabeth Mansdotter, Mans Persson’s wife, from 1725.

On June 1, 2016, while browsing for the search term “Per Joensson, Ang”
online, I found the websitel® of Martin Brant, a distant relative of mine, which
included several new pieces of information on Mans Persson and his family.

e Mans Persson’s mother was probably named Marit.

e Mans had a first wife named Ragnel who died in 1654.

e Mans had three other children that I didn’t know about: Jonas, Kerstin,
and Per.

One of the things that really impressed me about Martin’s website was how
well documented its facts were. All of the information that Martin provided
about Mans and his family included sources. However, at the time I didn’t
know where to find the sources that Martin had listed. Thus, I emailed Martin
about where he found them and he responded the following day.

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Martin informed me that I could find all of the records that he had cited
through the website of Riksarkivet, the National Swedish Archives. After I
purchased a subscription to Riksarkivet, Martin sent me directions of how to
find the different records related to Mans Persson’s family on Riksarkivet’s
website. 1 was thus able to find and obtain images of several records on
Riksarkivet’s website, such as several Mantalslangder records and a Rotering
och utskrivningsldngder record that show Mans and Elisabeth at Ang,
Barkeryd.

Martin’s website about Mans’s Persson’s family also included the sources for
court records related to two of Mans’s sons, Jonas and Per, as well as the
burial record of their son Matthes. I was able to obtain images of these records
from Arkiv Digital.

Timeline of Research on Mans Persson and Elisabeth Mansdotter

= November, 2011 I find a website that has information on
Mans Persson. At the time, however, I'm
unaware of his relation to the High family.

e June 18, 2012 I discover that Mans Persson was a 34
great-grandfather of Sven Hog.

e November 5, 2012 I obtain an image of Mans Persson’s burial
record. I also learn of two of his children,
Matthes and Ragnel, and obtain images of
their marriage records.

— June 8, 2013 I learn that Mans Persson’s wife was
Elisabeth Mansdotter and obtain an image
of her burial record.

p— June 1, 2016 I learn that Mans Persson’s mother was
named Marit, that he had a first wife
named Ragnel who died in 1654, and that
he had three other children: Jonas, Kerstin,
and Per.

m— June 2, 2016 I obtain images of several Mantalslangder
records and a Rotering och
utskrivningsléangder record that show
Mans Persson and Elisabeth Mansdotter
at Ang, Barkeryd. I also obtain images
of court records related to two of their
sons, Jonas and Per, and the burial record
of their son Matthes.
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Discovering Urban Jagendyvel and Maria Olofsdotter

According to Gunnar Tonquist’s website!!l, Beata Urbansdotter’s father was
Urban Jagendyvel. Urban was a fdltskar, or military surgeon, who lived at
Gransang, Barkeryd Parish. In December of 2012, while reading through the
description that Johan Fovelin (the vicar of Barkeryd Parish in the
late 18th century) had given for Gransdng!?, I noticed that he had mentioned
that Urban had once owned Gransdng. According to Fovelin, Urban was an
“honest man” who had planted a square of four rowan trees in the cemetery of
Barkeryd Church where he wished to be buried, but he died in Poland.

Three years later, I found a website!3 that contained new information about
Urban Jagendyvel, claiming that he also had a son named Otto and a daughter
named Annika. This website also claimed that his wife died in 1712 at the age
of 80. According to this website, this information came from the journal article
“Manniskodden pa Jonkopings Hospital” by Paul Wilstadius. For months, I
struggled to find this article. Eventually, I learned that it was originally
published in in J6nképing Genealogical Society’s publication Gudmundsgillet
Arbook in 1958. After I contacted a library in Jénkdping, Staffan Jansson, one
of the librarians, responded and sent me images of this article.

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According to Martin Brandt’s website!4, the name of Urban Jagendyvel’s wife
was Maria Olofsdotter. On his site, Martin listed the source of a court record
in which Maria bequeathed her estate at Gransdng to her son-in-law
Bengt Mansson Engdal. Upon reading this, I found the court record that this
was listed in.

After I obtained a subscription to Riksarkivet, I found several Mantalsldngder
records that showed Urban and Maria at Gransang, Barkeryd. While Urban
was listed in the 1705 Mantalslangd record, his wife Maria was listed as a
widow in the 1707 Mantalslangd record, indicating that he died around 1706.

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Discovering Ebbe Arvidsson and Marit Bengtsdotter

On November 19, 2013, I learned from my sixth-cousin Roland Hermansson
that Ebbe Arvidsson was the father of Arvid Ebbesson. Ebbe lived at the farm
Hareryd in Flisby Parish and died there in 1695. Over the course of 2015, I
had Rhonda Serafini find all of the baptisms, marriages, and burials that
included people from Hareryd during the late 17th century and early
18th century. Rhonda’s search revealed that Ebbe Arvidsson’s wife was
Marit Bengtsdotter, a woman who died in 1725. Rhonda also helped me learn
that Ebbe and Marit had four other children: Bengt, Per, Gustaf, and Johan.

On June 8, 2016, I found a genealogy message board online!> that discussed
Ebbe Arvidsson. I learned from this message board that Ebbe probably grew
up at Rickelstorp, a farm in east Flisby Parish, and his father was probably
Arvid Nilsson. After I searched for the terms “Arvid Nilsson, Rickelstorp” online,
[ found that Martin Brant had also included information on Arvid Nilsson on
his website!® and that Arvid Nilsson’s second wife (and Ebbe’s probable mother)
was named Marit Brodsdotter.

Timeline of Research on Ebbe Arvidsson and Marit Bengtsdotter

=== November 19, 2013 I learn about the identity of Ebbe Arvidsson
and obtain an image of his burial record.

e JUNE 29, 2015 I learn that Ebbe Arvidsson’s wife was
Marit Bengtsdotter and obtain an image of
her burial record.

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Discovering Bengt Nilsson and Ingeborg Joensdotter

After I had Rhonda search through several baptism, marriage, and burials that
included people from Hareryd, Flisby Parish during the late 17t century and
early 18th century, I noticed that Bengt, Elin Bengtsdotter’s father from
Hareryd, had at least four other children that were born at Hareryd in the late
17th century: an unnamed child who died in 1674, Nils, Joen, and Karin.
Rhonda also found the burial record of a man named Bengt Nilsson who died
at Hareryd in 1710 at the age of 62. Since Bengt Nilsson would have been born
around 1638 and the proper age to be Elin Bengtsdotter’s father (and taking
into account that people didn’t move around as much in the 17t century), I
concluded that he was Elin’s father. Rhonda also found the burial record of a
woman named Ingeborg Nilsdotter from 1722, in which she was listed as
Bengt Nilsson’s widow.

In June of 2016, I had Rhonda search for Mantalsldngder records that showed
Bengt Nilsson at Hareryd in the 17th century. Although Rhonda wasn’t able to
find any listings for Bengt at Hareryd until 1685 (11 years after he was
documented as living there), she did find a Mantalslangd record from 1643 that
showed a farmer named Nils Torstensson and his wife Karin Jénsdotter at
Hareryd. Although I suspected that Nils and Karin may have been
Bengt Nilsson’s parents, I couldn’t find any concrete evidence to confirm this.

Timeline of Research on Bengt Nilsson and Ingeborg Joensdotter

— June 29, 2015 I discover the identities of Bengt Nilsson and
Ingeborg Joensdotter and obtain images of
their death and burial records. I also learn
that Bengt and Ingeborg had three other
children: an unnamed child who died in 1674,
Nils, Joen, and Karin, and obtain images of
their baptism records and the burial record of
their unnamed child.

— May 24, 2016 I obtain images of the marriage records of two
of Bengt and Ingeborg’s sons, Nils and Johan.

m— June 15, 2016 I obtain an image of a Mantalsldngd record
that shows Bengt Nilsson’s family at Hareryd,
Flisby in 1685.
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Discovering Erik in Sanninge

On October 29, 2024, I discovered Erik in S&nninge on the same day that I
discovered his son Jons Eriksson. Shortly after learning about Jéns Eriksson,
I checked the Landskontor record he was listed in from 1696, which showed
him living at Sdnninge Mellangard, Linderas. I noticed that a farmer named
Erik was also listed at Sanninge Mellangard until 1705. Taking patronymic
tradition into account, the fact that both Jons and Erik lived at the same farm,
and that several generations of family members often lived at the same farm in
Sweden during the 17t century, I deduced that Erik (whose last name is
unknown) must have been Jons’s father. The same day, I looked over the list
of baptisms, marriages, and deaths involving the inhabitants of Sanninge
(going back to 1690) which my researcher Rhonda had compiled and found
that Erik’s daughter Ingri was born in 1693.

After I discovered Erik, I had my researcher Thomas, compile a list of every
Landskontor or Mantalslangder record that showed Erik at Sanninge, and
found that the earliest Mantalsldngd record which showed him there was from
1673. I noticed that the 1681 Mantalsad record listed two men named Erik at
Sanninge: Erik Jonsson and Erik Bérjesson. Considering that Erik had a son
named Jons, that children in Sweden were usually named after relatives such
as grandparents in 17t century Sweden, and that there is no evidence which
suggests that Erik had a son named Boérje, | made an educated guess that
Erik’s surname was “Jonsson.”

I also had Thomas compile a list baptisms, marriages, and deaths involving the
inhabitants of Sadnninge from 1689 until the start of Linderas’s records, and
found that Erik had a daughter named Gertrud who was born in 1665.

Timeline of Research on Erik in Sanninge

. October 29, 2024 I discover the identity of Erik in Sdnninge. The
same day, I obtain an image of the baptism
record of Erik’s daughter Ingri.

e August - October 2024 I obtain images of all the Landskontor and
Mantalsldngder records from 1680 to 1705 that
mention Erik.

e January 11, 2025 I obtain images of the baptism record of Erik’s
daughter Gertrud, the burial record of Erik’s
mother, and a Mantalslangd record that shows
Erik at Sdnninge in 1673. I also find a
Mantalsldngd record that shows two men
named Erik at Sédnninge in 1681: Erik Jonsson
and Erik Borjesson,
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Discovering Jon in Sanninge

I learned about Jon in Sanninge on the same day that I discovered his
daughter Karin Jonsdotter through her marriage record to Jéns Eriksson.
Shortly after this, I checked the Landskontor record where Jéns Eriksson was
listed at Sdnninge Mellangard, Linderas, and noticed that a farmer named Jon
was also listed at Sadnninge Mellangard until 1711. Taking into account the
same considerations as Erik in Sénninge (patronymic tradition, both Karin and
Jon living at the same farm, and that families often lived at farms for several
generations in 17t century Sweden), I came to the conclusion that Jon (whose
last name is unknown) must have been Karin’s father.

The same day I discovered Jon, I looked over the list of baptisms, marriages,
and weddings of Sanninge that Rhonda had compiled for me and saw a
marriage record for a Jon Jonsson to Ingri Andersdotter from 1704. Taking
patronymic tradition into account, I deduced that this was probably Jon’s son.

Looking over the Landskontor and Mantalsldngder records made me discover
that Jon had at least three other daughters named Anna, Brita, and Ingeborg,
and at least three other sons named Boérje, Lars, and Per.

After my researcher Thomas compiled a list of Landskontor and
Mantalslédngder records for Sdnninge going back to 1669, I learned that Jon
had lived there since at least 1673. Looking over the list of baptisms,
marriages, and deaths involving the inhabitants of Sanninge from 1660 to
1690, I found that Jon may have had several other children, as well as a wife
who died in 1688. Since there was another farmer named Joen (or Jons) living
at Sdnninge during this time, I couldn’t be certain of this.

Timeline of Research on Jon in Sdnninge

 October 29, 2024 I discover the identity of Jon in Sdnninge. The
same day, I obtain an image of the marriage record
of Jon’s son Jon Jonsson.

e August - October 2024 I obtain images of all the Landskontor and
Mantalslangder records from 1680 to 1711 that
mention Jon. After looking these over after
discovering Jon’s identity, I find that in addition to
Karin, he had children named Anna, Brita, Ingborg,
Borje, Lars, and Per. I also learn that he had a wife
named Karin.

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Understating the Times that Sven and Anna Stina’s 39 Great-
Grandparents Lived In

The era of Sven Hoé6g and
Anna Stina’s Johansdotter’s
3rd  great-grandparents spans
though at least 107 years, from oo
Knut Persson’s birth in 1618 to

Marit Bengtsdotter’s death in
1725. Whereas Sven and
Anna Stina’s great-great-
grandparents witnessed the fall
of the Swedish Empire in the
early 18th  century, their
3rd  great-grandparents lived
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17t century Sweden’s wartime climate had a direct impact of the lives of the
3rd-great-grandparents of Sven and Anna Stina. At least two of Sven Hog’s
3rd-great-grandfathers, Knut Persson and Urban Jagendyvel, served in the
Swedish military. While Knut was a corporal for Smaland’s Cavalry, Urban
was a surgeon for the Jénkoéping Regiment. Both of these men were adversely
affected during times of war; Knut Persson became injured in battle (mostly
likely during the Torstensson War) and Urban Jagendyvel eventually died in
Poland during the Great Northern War. Even though the wartime conditions of
this period brought unsurmountable loss to the Sven and Anna Stina’s
3rd-great-grandparents, it may have also helped forge the creation of some of
their families. For example, Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter’s
marriage was mostly likely arranged because of their social status that had
largely been obtained through the military feats of their fathers.

Although most of Sven and Anna Stina’s 3rd-great-grandparents were farmers,
farming was much different in the 17t century than it was when their
descendants farmed. Livestock were smaller during this time and several crops
(such as maize) hadn’t been introduced to Sweden yet.

The Name “Isaac”

Since it's unlikely that Isaac was only 17 years old when he was married, he
was probably born before 1636 and his burial record was mostly likely wrong about his age. It's
possible that Isaac was even born in the 1620s, since Karin's burial record implies that she was
born in 1624 and he was probably closer to her age.

When he was 18, he
became a farmhand. Around 1649, Bengt was married to Ingrid Jonsdotter,
Karin Jonsdotter’s sister. Bengt and Ingrid had two sons and three daughters. Their
family lived at the farm Prostorp in Horeda. Bengt served as a churchwarden for
Horeda Church for 18 years. Bengt passed away sometime in early July of 1703. He
was buried in the cemetery of Horeda Church on July 12™. In his burial record,
Bengt was described as a “calm, honest, and helpful man.”

Most of the information on Isaac Ericsson and Karin Jonsdotter was obtained
through the Millennium File, which can be accessed on ancestry.com. The
Millennium File was created by the Institute of Family Research and contains
over 880,000 records that have been compiled by different genealogists. While
much of its information comes from reliable sources, not all of it is accurate.
The Millennium File lists the birth years and burial dates for Isaac and
Karin, which are derived from their burial records. The file also lists where
they were born, which also derives from the burial records. It also states that
they had two sons Sven and Arvid, which has been verified. Although this file
states that they had a daughter named Karin, no records for her can be found.
This file states that Isaac’s father was named Eric Arvidsson, but no records
for an Eric Arvidsson can be found in Bjorké or Horeda Parish in the early
17th century. This file’s claim that Karin Jonsdotter’s parents were
Jons Svensson and Kirstin Mansdotter can be verified by Mantalslangder
records, however.

B Den introducerade svenska adelns édttartavior
(The Introduced Swedish Nobility or
Elgenstierna for short) is a massive nine
volume work that was written by Swedish
historian Gustaf Elgenstierna (1871-1948)
that contains information on the Swedish
families that were introduced to the Swedish
House of Nobility.

The Introduced Swedish Nobility was published between 1925 and 1936.
Each volume contains 700 to 800 pages. The families in this work are
presented in tabular form with detailed data and several references. The
Bjornram family from Aggarp is mentioned in Elgenstierna’s work, which
contains listings for Knut Person, his father Per Jacobsson, his paternal uncle
Lars Jacobsson, and paternal grandfather Jacob. A number of older branches
of the High family’s ancestors of nobility from the 14th to 16tk centuries are
also listed in The Introduced Swedish Nobility.

Every Sunday morning, Knut’s family attended services at Bjorké Church. For
the first 14 years of Knut’s life, the vicar of Bjérké Church was Andrea Nicolai.
In 1632, Olaus Laurenti became the vicar of Bjérké Church.

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Knut Persson spent most of his life
at the farm Aggarp. He had three
brothers: Isaac, Jacob, and Nils,
and two sisters, Margareta and
Anna. In addition to the main
farmhouses at Aggarp, there were
two  cottages there in the
17t century, Buskatorp and
Lilla Aggarp. There was also a
stream that ran through Aggarp

For the first five years of Knut’s life, his paternal uncle Lars Jacobsson also
lived at Aggarp. Lars was married to a woman named Christina Nilsdotter
Bjérnram, who was of noble descent. Lars and Christina had at least three
children: Jacob, Peder, and Maria. It’s possible that Knut was close to Lars’s
children. On November 6, 1623, Lars appeared at Ostra District’s Court and
obtained the rights of Aggarp’s property for his brother’s family for 82 daler.3°6
Shortly after this, Lars moved to the neighboring farm Skarsboda.

While Knut was growing up, Sweden was becoming a powerful empire and was
constantly at war. During the 1630s, Knut’s father Per was away for much of
the time serving in the Thirty Years War.

Sweden’s Rise to Power as an Empire

During the first half the 17 century, Sweden emerged as great empire by taking control
of most of the lands in the Baltic region. In the previous century, Sweden had taken its
first steps to becoming an empire when it took control of Estonia during the Livonian War
in 1561. Throughout the first three decades of the 17""century, Sweden achieved several
military victories in the Polish-Swedish War (a series of wars that Sweden fought against
Poland-Lithuania from 1600-1629) and the Ingrian War (a war between Sweden and
Russia 1611 to 1617) and accumulated more territories. In 1617, Russia ceded the
territories of Ingria and Kexholm to Sweden at the Treaty of Stolbovo. In 1629, Sweden
gained control of the majority of Livonia at the Treaty of Altmark. During this time,
Gustaf Il Adolf (Gustavus Adolphus) was the King of Sweden, and his military genius and
ambitions led the way for Sweden to become a powerful empire. Sweden’s power
increased during the Thirty Years War (1618-1648), a war that involved most of Europe.
At the Treaty of Bromserbro in 1645, Sweden gained the territories of Danish Estonia,
Jamtland, Gotland, Halland, Harjedalen, Idre and Sarna from Denmark-Norway and
Bremen-Verden from the Holy Roman Empire. In 1648, the Peace of Westphalia was
signed, ending the Thirty Years War and giving Sweden control of the territories of Wismar
and Swedish Pomerania.

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Throughout the 1630s when Knut
was growing up, he helped his
family run things on the farm at
Aggarp.

Shortly
afterwards, several horsemen from Smaland joined and
Smaland’s Cavalry was organized into several different
companies. In 1628, Smaland’s Cavalry was organized into a
regiment of eight companies, with Per Brahe as the regiment’s
commander. Each company consisted of 125 men. Prior to
1686, there was no formal place of training for Smaland’s

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On May 1, 1642 Margareta Siggesdotter was betrothed to Knut Persson.#2
Since Ostra Arena is around 25 miles east of Aggarp, it’s likely that Knut and
Margareta’s marriage was arranged by the Swedish Cavalry and that the two
didn't know each other very long before they were betrothed.

When Knut joined Smaland’s Cavalry in the 1640s, Sweden was involved in the
Thirty Years War, a war that involved most of Europe. Sweden had been part
of this war since 1630, when Knut was just 12 years old. Knut probably wasn’t
involved in any battles of this war, however. On July 12, 1642, Knut was
present at the General’s Inspection for his company.43

Sweden’s Involvement in the Thirty Years Wars (1630-1648)

From 1618 to 1648, the Thirty Years War, one of the longest and most destructive wars in
European history, was waged throughout central Europe. This was the last European war
fought for religious reasons and was largely a result of the growing tensions between
Catholics and Protestants. The war initially involved various territories from the
fragmented Holy Roman Empire, but soon most of Europe became involved in it. In 1630,
Ferdinand 1l, the Emperor of the Holy Roman Empire, persuaded Swedish King
Gustaf Il Adolf ((Gustavus Adolphus) to ally with the Holy Roman Empire and join the war.
Gustaf Il Adolf used this as an opportunity to expand Sweden’s lands. From 1630 to 1634,
Swedish forces helped drive back the Catholic forces from central Europe. = During
Gustaf Il Adolf’s campaign, his forces conquered half of the Imperial kingdoms. In 1645,
the Treaty of Bromserbro was signed, giving Sweden control of the territories of Danish
Estonia, Jamtland, Gotland, Halland, Harjedalen, Idre, Sdarna, and Bremen-Verden. On
October 14, 1648, the Peace of Westphalia was signed, ending the Thirty Years War.

By the end of 1643, Sweden was
involved in Tortensson’s War, a
brief conflict between Sweden and
Denmark-Norway. In December of
1643, Smaland’s Cavalry was
stationed along Sweden’s southern
border with Denmark. At this
time, Smaland’s Cavalry consisted
of 200 officers and 967 riders. In
January of 1644, the regiment was
patterned at Varnamo in southern
Sweden.44

On January 23, 1644, Knut was present at the General’s Inspection for his
company. By this time, he had been promoted to the rank of Corporal.4>

Rullor — Swedish Military Rolls

Rullor (military rolls) are the best source for information on Swedish soldiers that
served in the military from 1620 to 1723, since the General Muster rolls weren’t
kept until the end of the 17th century. Unlike the General Muster rolls, in which
the different types of military units (such as the infantry or cavalry) are each
assigned their own volume, different types of military units are frequently kept
together in the same volume. Military rolls were kept annually and were usually
recorded each summer. Unfortunately, military rolls contain a lot less information
on the soldiers than General Muster rolls, which list the soldier’s age and years

1n service.

The Torstensson War

The Torstensson War (also known as the Hannibal War) was a short military conflict that
Sweden fought against Denmark-Norway from 1643 to 1645. The war’s name refers to
Swedish Field Marshall Lennart Torstensson, who served in this war. In the early 1640s,
Sweden was under constant threat from Denmark, who completely encircled Sweden to
the south. In the spring of 1643, the Swedish Privy Council decided to attack Denmark.
Field Marshall Torstensson was subsequently ordered to march against Denmark. On
December 12, 1643, Torstensson’s forces entered the Danish territory of Holstein. In
1644, Sweden invaded the Danish provinces of Halland and Scania (which are now part of
southern Sweden). Danish King Kristian IV was surprised by the attack and persuaded
Norway to help them in the war. By 1645, Danish forces were exhausted and on
August 13, the Peace of Brémsebro was signed, forcing Denmark and Norway to cede
several of their provinces and islands to Sweden.

Knut Persson is Wounded in Battle*

In 1644, Smaland’s Cavalry was under the command of Gustaf Horn in

Skdne, part of Denmark that is now part of the southernmost province of Sweden.
Their goal was to conquer the province and defeat the Danish forces that existed in
the area. The few Danish soldiers who were in Skdne were entrenched in towns
behind stone walls and didn’t pose much of a threat. Instead, it was Snapphanar,
farmers from Skane who supported Denmark, who caused the biggest problem. In
March, Smaland’s Cavalry was commissioned to the city of Jonkoping to escort the
artillery needed to capture the citadel in Landskrona. Knut Persson was one of the
riders who had ridden in fast pace to Jonkoping and was now heading south with
the artillery. The journey went slowly. It had rained a lot and the roads were bad.
Although Knut was constantly wet from the rain, he was in good spirits. They
would soon reach Landskrona, and had not encountered any enemies on the way.

Suddenly, a loud bang was heard, followed by several rapid bangs. A man to the
right of Knut fell off the horse and a there was a big commotion. Knut pulled out
his pistol and tried to turn his horse around. Suddenly, he fell something hit him in
the back. An intense pain spread from his back up to his neck and he realized he
must have been hit. Knut fell off his saddle and down on the ground. The last
thing he heard before losing consciousness was one of his comrades shouting
“Snapphanar!”

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After capturing Landskrona, General Horn sought to capture the city of
Kristianstad. During the month of April, Smaland’s Cavalry were stationed
near Lund. At this time, the regiment had 187 officers and 718 riders. In May,
the regiment accompaned Horn through the province of Halland. The regiment
marched north with Horn to Halmstad until Horn was ordered to leave the
company and return to Skane. On June 3, 1644, Smaland’s Cavalry was
stationed at Roénneholm. Later in June, the regiment’s riders camped at
Skraflinge, south of Malmd.46

During August and September, Smaland’s Cavalry clashed with a small army
that was led by Danish King Kristian IV near Malmé. In late October, the
regiment marched with General Horn’s army to Angelholm, where they camped
for a few days. During this time, 23 of the regiment’s riders were listed as sick.
Around this time, several of the regiment’s companies split up. In December,
several of Smaland’s Cavalry’s companies were stationed at the city of Ystad,
including the Uppvidinge Company that Knut Persson was part of.

assist in the Torstensson War in
1645. In April, the regiment joined
Horn’s army as they sieged the city
of Kristianstad. That summer,
Horn’s army marched to Malmé
and enveloped the city. On
August 13, 1645, the Peace of
Bromsebro was signed, officially
ending the Torstensson War. It is
highly likely that Knut was injured
during this conflict.4”

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The Torstensson War brought multiple losses to Knut’s family. Around 1645,
Knut’s oldest brother Nils Persson (who also served in Smaland’s Cavalry) was
killed in Denmark. Knut’s brothers-in-law, David Svensson and
Anders Gabrielsson, were also killed in this war. It’s also likely that Knut and
his other brother Jacob were injured during this war.48

What Kind of a Uniform did Knut Persson Wear?

During the 17t century, the soldiers in the Swedish military didn’t wear any uniforms.
The idea for an army to wear the same uniform arose in France at the end of the
17t century. The soldiers in the Swedish Cavalry most likely wore helmets and armor
that protected their torso. Otherwise, they wore civilian clothing.

By 1646, Knut and Margareta had
moved to Sjoryd, an estate south
of Aggarp that Knut’s father
Per Jacobsson owned. Knut’s
brother Nils had previously lived at
Sjoryd. A farmer that was named
Peder Knutsson and his wife
Maretta Borjesdotter also lived at
Sjoreyd at this time.*® Knut and
Margareta lived at Sjoryd until
1654. After this, Per Jacobsson

sold Sjoryd to the Duse family. Sjoryd, Bjork - Where Knut Persson and

Although there were plans to send
Smaland’s Cavalry to Germany in
1646, the regiment was disbanded
that summer. On March 30, 1648,
Smaland’s Cavalry met in the city
of Jonkoping. On May 6th, four of
the regiment’s companies formed a
squadron in Kalmar, which
included the Uppvidinge Company
(the company that Knut Persson

served in). Each of these four

Listing of Knut Persson in the rolls for Sméland’s companies had 23 officers and
Cavalry and Infantry - March 10", 1646 102 riders.5!

In July, this squadron was sent to Germany to partipcate in the final campaign
of the Thirty Years War. On July 16th, the squadron joined up with
Field Marshall Carl Gustaf Wragnel’'s army in Wolgast, Germany.
On September 24th, Wragnel’s army laid siege to the eastern part of Prague.
On October 14, 1648, the Peace of Westphalia was signed, officially ending the
Thirty Years War. It’s unknown if Knut Persson was part of this campaign,
since he was probably injured during the Torstensson War, but perhaps he
was, and this was the actually the battle that he was injured in. One of Knut’s
brothers-in-law, Eric Christophersson, was killed in this battle.52

The Battle of Prague

The Battle of Prague occurred between July 25t
to November 1°t of 1648 and was the last battle
of the Thirty Years War. General Hans Christoff
von Konigsmarck led an army of 20,000 Swedes
on an assault on Prague, with the intention of
capturing it. The defending forces were led by
Governor Feldmarshall Rudolf von Colloredo.
Although the Swedes captured Prague Castle,
they were repelled at Charles Bridge and unable
to invade Old Town. The Swedes subsequently
looted Prague Castle. In November, the Swedes
halted their attack once they learned that the
war had ended.

Knut and Margareta had at least six children: Sigge>3, Mans>4, Isak®5, Sven®°,
Margareta®?, and Sara®8. It’s likely that their older sons Sigge and Mans were
born at Sjoryd in the 1640s, while their younger children were born at Aggarp
in the 1650s. Because of the injury that he sustained in battle, Knut might not
have been able to conduct much work in the fields.

Fact or Fiction: Knut and Margareta Had a Son Named Jacob

Statement:

According to Krigare, godsdgare, fattighjon - Bjornramarna i Smdiland och deras slaktingar i Tjust och i
Ostra hérad by Jean Silfving, one Knut and Margareta’s sons was named Jacob (page 63). Silfving
states that their son Jacob was listed at the census at Aggarp, Bjorko Parish on January 28, 1687.

False: In the source that Silving refers to, (Jonkoping County landskontor, Vol. Elc:1 (1687-
1687), page 113), the Jacob that is listed at Aggarp is Jacob Persson, who was the brother of
Knut Persson, not the son. There are no known records that show that Knut and Margareta had
a son named Jacob.

On September 26 or 27, 1654, Knut’s father Per Jacobsson sold Sjéryd to
Johan Jonsson Duse.’® Knut and Margareta’s family thus moved back to

Aggarp.

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Knut Persson’s served for 16 years with Smaland’s Cavalry and was probably
discharged around 1657.60 On December 25, 1658, Knut’s father
Per Jacobsson passed away.®! Shortly after Per’s death, Knut and his brother
wrote to the Crown to redeem themselves from some debt, as there was only
one farm at Aggarp.62

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Kungligt Brev- Royal Letters

Kungligt Brev, or Royal Letters, were letters that were sent by the Swedish king or
government. These letters were frequently written to members of nobility that
exempted them for taxation. Royal Letters were decrees that determined certain
courses or action, as well as how those provisions should be carried out. For example, a
Royal Letter could authorize the construction of a new building and describe the method
of its construction. When prominent landowners faced financial burdens, they often
wrote to the Crown and requested some financial assistance. Most volumes of landscape
documents contain sections of Royal Letters. Riksarkviet, Sweden’s National Archives
also has several other volumes in which Royal Letters are stored.

Since 1626, Aggarp was classified as a sdteri, or manor that was exempt from
taxation.®3 However, Aggarp was much smaller than most other manors in
Sweden.

Sdteri - Manors

A sdteri was a manor, or estate that was exempt from taxation in Old Sweden. Manors
were usually owned by nobility. The term “sateri” has been in use since the
15t century, although manors had existed in Sweden since the emergence of the
nobility in the 13t century. Manors included a courtyard, main building, quarters for
farmhands and maids, and guest houses. They often encompassed several farms. In
the 15t century there were nearly 500 manors in Sweden and there were around 370
in the 16%™ century. After the coronation of King Erik XIV in 1561, strict regulations
began to be enforced in regards to how many manors could be built. Despite this, a
large number of manors were built in the early 17t century. It was common for
17t century manors to have their main building perpendicular to the wings of other
buildings.

In 1680, King Karl XI implemented a
reduction policy throughout Sweden,
forbidding the establishment of any
new manors. Furthermore, existing
manors were critically inspected;
several manors were brought to court
and had their manor rights stripped.
Thus, several former manor owners’
lands were now subject to taxation.
This trend had adverse effects on
nobility, whose power continued to
wane in the subsequent centuries. In
the early 19t century, the manor
A manor in Botkyrka, Sweden system was abolished in Sweden.

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Several of Knut’s relatives also lived
at Aggarp. Knut’s brother Jacob lived
at Aggarp with his wife and five
children: Anna, Johan, Nils, Karin,
and Kerstin. Elisabeth Nilsdotter, the
widow of Knut’s brother Nils Persson,
also lived at Aggarp with her children:
Jacob, Isaac, Britta, and Karin.

Knut Persson regularly paid tithes to
Bjorké Church. From 1657 to 1676,
Johannes Herlinus served as the
vicar of Bjorkoé Church.

The rank of Kornett (Cornet) was the lowest officer rank in the Swedish Cavalry. It was just
below the rank of fdnrik, Second Lieutenant. There were two cornets in each company of
the cavalry. The first cornet, the premidirkornetten, had the higher ranking. The second
cornet was the sekundkornetten and was the younger of the two. The rank of Cornet was
removed from the Swedish Cavalry in 1835.

Did Knut Persson Really Obtain the Rank of Cornet?

There is some confusion whether Knut Persson achieved the rank of Cornet in the cavalry. Every
census record that Knut Persson is listed in after 1668, the Governor's Inspection record from 1691,
and several Ostra District Court of Appeals records refer to Knut as a cornet. However, none of
the church records that Knut is listed in ever refer to him as a cornet. In all of the records from
Bjorkd Church Knut Persson is mentioned in the 1670s to 1690s, his rank is always given as a
corporal. Knut's burial record from 1698 even states that he was a corporal. Since Knut served as
a churchwarden of Bjorkd Church, one would think that the vicar would have known him well
enough to known what his rank was. Thus, it's unknown if Knut was ever really promoted to a
cornet, or whether he remained a corporal.

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On July 30, 1668, Margareta Siggesdotter exchanged her land at Ostra Arena
for the land at Aggarp that Margareta Persdotter, Knut’s sister, owned.®®> In

Sweden’s Legal System

In Sweden, there are three judicial levels: Hdradsrétt (District Court),
Hévratt (Court of Appeals), and H6ga Domstolen (the Supreme Court). Each district in
Sweden had a hdradsrdtt, or courthouse, that would try all of the district’s criminal and
civil cases. Beside every district courthouse was a district jail. Tinglsag, district hearings,
were held three times a year: the first between St. Knut’s Day (January 13%") and the
month of April, the second between May Day (April 30") and Midsummer’s Eve
(June 24™), and the third between September 1t and November 30™". Hearings were
presided over by a judge, Idnsman (sheriff) and 12 ndmndemen (jurors). Court hearings
opened with prayer around 9 in.the morning. The hearings started with crimes against the
peace that could be penalized with forced labor. The judge then read the list of new laws
that should be made known to the public. Cases involving land transactions were then
held. Next, cases were held for general disputes and matters involving the Crown. More
extravagant cases were usually held near the end of each hearing. Multiple witnesses
usually testified during each case. Urban and rural cases were held separately until they
were both replaced by the District Court in 1971.

The first Court of Appeals was introduced to Sweden in 1614. On November 5, 1634, the
Gota Hévratt (Gota Court of Appeals) was established in the city of Jonkoping, and it
handled all of the appealed cases in Jonkoping County.

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The same day, Knut also purchased the portion of Aggarp that had belonged
to his sister Anna Persdotter from her children, Jacob Davidsson,
Sara Eriksdotter, Erik Pavelsson, and Méarta Pavelsdotter, for 16 riksdaler.67

Démbocker- Swedish Court Minutes

There are two types of Swedish legal records: bouppteckningar (estate
inventories) and dombdcker (court minutes). Most courts started to keep records
of their hearings in the early 17th century. A wide variety of cases are record in
dombdécker, ranging from civil trials involving land disputes and transactions, to
criminal trials involving adultery, murder, theft, and witchcraft. Each era of
Swedish history was known for different types of crimes. For example, several
cases in the 17th century involved adultery, while the majority of cases in the 18th
century were civil disputes. Records of court minutes are stored in Sweden’s
eight regional archives.

The Word “Herr”

In Old Sweden, the term "Herr" was used as a formal honorific to denote men of
high-ranking social status, such as noblemen, knights, and clergymen,
particularly bishops and prominent priests.

Knut himself as share of inheritance, therefore Knut and his wife now own one half
of the farm Aggarp in Bjorko Parish, which was ratified
and the deed of seizing was given to Knut. The wife’s name is Margareta
Siggesdotter.

Around 1670, Knut and Margareta’s son Sigge had an illegitimate child with
his cousin Karin Jacobsdotter. Karin was the daughter of Knut’s brother
Jacob Persson. On January 18-19, 1671, Jacob took the matter to
Ostra District’s Court, where Karin was fined 80 daler in silver coins and was
sentenced to stand in front of the public in church for forgiveness.®8

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In 1676, Nicolaus Klintinius
became the vicar of
Bjorké Church. The same year,
Knut Persson was appointed to be
one of Bjorko Church’s
churchwardens.®® The other
churchwarden at this time was
Gamaliel Joénsson of Noémme,
Bjorkd, who was also a corporal in
Smaland’s  Cavalry. As a
churchwarden, Knut was
responsible for managing the
church’s funds. He was also
responsible for carrying out
discipline against various offenses,
such as public drunkenness, not
attending church services, or
pregnancies out of wedlock.

The Word “Manly”

The Swedish word manhafftigh
translates to the English word
“manly.” Manly is a synonym
for brave or heroic and denotes
positive masculine attributes.
In Swedish records, this term
usually refers to a veteran
who has served in combat.
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Knut served as a churchwarden for Bjorké Church for five years. As a
churchwarden, he was one of the most prominent people in Bjorké Parish.
Sometime in 1681, Knut stepped down from the role as churchwarden.”°

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The Fate of Sigge Knutsson

Sometime in the late 1660s, Knut and Margareta’s son Sigge had forbidden
relations with his cousin Karin Jacobsdotter. Karin was the daughter of
Jacob Persson, Knut’s brother. At this time, it was forbidden for cousins to
marry in Sweden. Sigge ended up impregnating Karin, infuriating her father.
After impregnating Karin, Sigge ran away from Aggarp. On January 18-19,
1671, Jacob Persson took his daughter Karin to Ostra District Court in
Vetlanda and accused her of having illicit relations with Sigge. At the trial, a
note from Sigge was delivered in which he confessed to being the father of
Karin’s child. During the hearing, it was decided that since Sigge was the
father of Karin’s child, that only he could exercise corporeal punishment upon
it and that any others would be convicted in a court of law for that
transgression. Karin was subsequently fined 80 daler and had to stand
publicly in Bjorké Church and ask for the congregation’s forgiveness.”4

after her own confession, was convicted according to law and

fined 80 daler silver coins and to stand public in church to be

forgiven. And the father, the corporal enjoyed to be plaintiff

because he himself has accused his daughter and taken her to court.

And because Sigge Knutsson with his note forbids that anyone else can be the father (to their
child) and confesses that he is the one that have had sexual intercourse with her,

the court announces that if she is abused by anyone, saying someone else is the father,
then he (the abuser) shall be convicted in court according to law.

Kusingiften - Marriage Between Cousins in Sweden

It was illegal for cousins to marry in Sweden until 1680. From 1680 to 1844, marriage
between cousins was only allowed by obtaining permission from the king and paying a
large fee. Thus, kusingiften, or marriage between cousins, usually only occurred in the
aristocracy in Old Sweden. In 1845, it became legal for cousins to marry in Sweden. It
remains legal for first cousins to marry in Sweden. It is also permitted for half-siblings to
marry with the proper authorization from the provincial government.
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The Fate of Mans Knutsson

One of the records from Bjérké Church’s archives show that a Mans Knutsson
in Aggarp donated 20 6re in copper mint to Bjorké Church in 1664.7> The
following year, he donated 2 daler in copper mint to Bjorké Church.”¢ It’s very
likely that Mans was a son of Knut and Margareta that was born in the 1640s.

Several records exist that show that Knut and Margareta also had a son named
I[sak. On March 16, 1694, Isak was fined 3 mark for not paying tithes to
Bjorké Church. It’s unknown when Isak died.””

On April 30, 1682, Knut and Margareta’s son Sven Knutsson was married to a
woman named Ingrid Gamalielsdotter who hailed from Nomme, a farm that was
located a short distance south of Aggarp.”8

After they were married, Sven Knutsson and Ingrid Gamalielsdotter lived at the
farm Bodaskogle for a short time. Here, Ingrid gave birth to a daughter named
Elsa in October of 1682.79 Sometime after this, they moved to the farm
Bjorko Skattegarden. In June of 1694, Ingrid gave birth to a son named
Knut.89 No further records can currently be found which mention Sven, so it’s
unknown when and where he died.

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The Final Days of Knut Persson and Margareta Siggesdotter (1682-1698)

In 1682, Knut Persson went blind.8* The same year, three of Knut and
Margareta’s children were married. On April 30 1682, their son Sven was
married to Ingrid Gamalielsdotter of Némme, Bjorké Parish.8> A week later,
their daughter Margareta was married to Jons Gamalielsson on May 7th.86

On November 5, 1682, Knut and Margareta’s daughter Sara was married to a
cavalry rider named Sven Isaacksson.8”7 After the two were married, they lived
at the farm Norra Sonarp in northwest Bjorkd Parish for the rest of their lives.
They had at least nine children: an unnamed child that died in infancy in
1683, Erik (b. 1684), Britta (b. 1685), Isaack (b. 1688), Helena (b. 1690),
Knut (b. 1693), Anna Greta (b. 1686), an unnamed child that died in 1697,
Catharina (b. 1698), and Beata (b. 1701).88

Did Knut Persson Arrange His Children’s Marriages?

In the 17" century, most of the marriages in Sweden were arranged for people who were part of
the middle or upper classes. It's extremely likely that the marriage of Sven Knutsson to
Ingrid Gamalielsdotter and the marriage of Margareta Knutsdotter to Jons Gamalielsson were
arranged by Knut Svensson and Gamliel Jonsson, the father of Ingrid Gamalielsdotter and
Jéns Gamalielsson. Gamliel Jonsson was a rusthdllare (a farmer who provided for a cavalry rider)
from Nomme, Bjorks Parish' and also served a churchwarden at the same time Knut Persson did?.
Thus, he was probably good friends with Knut. It's likely that these marriages were arranged in
1681 while Knut was still a churchwarden. In these times, it was especially important for church
clergy to arrange marriages for their children that were approved by the parish board. It's
possible that the marriages between Knut and Gamaliel were arranged at a parish meeting.
These marriages also had to be approved by Nicolaus Klintinius, the church vicar, and the
church’s sexman.

The marriage of Knut's daughter Sara to Sven lIsaacksson may also have been also arranged.
Sven lsaacksson came from Rokkar, Horeda, a farm that was just a short distance northwest of
Aggarp. It's likely that Knut knew Sven’s father Isaac Ericsson, who was born at Bodasksgle®, a
farm that Knut's father Per Jacobsson used to own.

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In the 1680s, King Karl XI of Sweden passed stricter requirements for manors
to continue to be exempted from taxation. On February 15, 1683, the
Reduction Committee decided to withdraw the ownership of Aggarp from Knut
and his brother Jacob and charge them with taxes that they incurred
throughout the year. The two brothers thus wrote to the Crown for assistance.
On December 7, 1683, they received a Royal Letter which allowed them to keep
Aggarp as a manor.8°

Jordebocker - Earth Books

Jordebécker (“Earth Books”) are land registers that contain
various information on the farms in a parish, including the
farm’s location, size, owner, and yield. The oldest known
Jordebok in Sweden is from Varfruberga monastery in the 12t
century. In 1530, King Gustaf I decreed that annual land
records be kept on all crown estates. In 1690, the list of
additional properties expanded and became full property
records. dJordebdcker were recorded in Jonkoping County
from 1630 to 1750. Jordebocker were recorded every few
years in Jonkoping. At the beginning of every jordebdk is an
index that lists the page numbers for the different parishes.

1/3 of the land is annual lay-land. The yearly seeding occurs in autumn and spring.
The annual yield is 12 barrels and 31/3 bushels of seed. The meadow land is fairly
wide and consists of mossy soil with mostly dry slopes, except for a moist part running
through the meadows, and a couple of small marsh-meadows. During the winter, it can
feed 38 cows, 4 horses, and 40 sheep. It also has a hop-garden with 200 poles. The
outlying property of Aggarp has meager grazing land. It is poorly fenced. In the
meadow there is a sufficient amount of hardwood trees. There is no fishing, but two
small flourmills.

On the estate are two crofts, called Lilla Aggarp and Buskatorp. They are both used,
50/50, by the owners of the estate. The arable land at Lilla Aggarp is sown with
1 barrel 5 1/8 and bushels of corn. The meadows are sufficient for 8 cows and some
sheep. Buskentorp is sown with 1 barrel and 41/ bushels of corn.

Knut’s son Isak, a farmhand named J6ns, a maid named Ursilla, and
a man name Johan and his wife also lived at Aggarp at this time.93

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By 1691, Knut and Jacob Persson were in financial ruins, and they had to
borrow money from the Duse family. On February 3, 1691, both Knut and his
son Isak borrowed money from Dorothea Barbara von Wirzburg, the widow of
Samuel Duse, with Aggarp listed as the collateral. On March 28, 1691, Jacob
also borrowed money from the Duse family. Since none of them could pay
back the money they owed, Aggarp was soon owned by the Duse family.%4

It appears that Knut and Jacob didn’t get along very well. In the early 1690s,
the two were caught in a land dispute about Aggarp. On June 19, 1691, the
two brothers were summoned to appear at Ostra District Court in Vetlanda
over this. At this hearing, Knut was represented by his son Isak. It was
decided that a surveyor and four jurymen would be sent to Aggarp to survey
the land and make peace between the fighting brothers.5

Tensions at Aggarp*

The two brothers, Jacob and Knut, were now old and they had not talked to each

other for many years. Jacob lived in one house at Aggarp and Knut in another. They spent
most of the time indoors, as both had problems with their legs and Knut was blind. The
tensions between the brothers got worse year by year. In fact, it all started with Jacob’s
daughter Karin and Knut’s son Sigge. The two cousins grew up together and played as
children, but soon they were old enough to play in other ways. In the summer of 1670,
Karin gave birth to a baby. Sigge refused to marry her and her father was furious - and
since then he hadn’t said a word to Knut. Not to Sigge either, as Sigge left the village as
soon as he could.

As Jacob and Knut grew older, their houses, that used to be well-kept, needed repair. Since
the brothers didn’t talk, they couldn’t agree on how the repairs should be made. For most
of the brothers” lives, Aggarp had been a siteri, or manor that was exempt from taxes.
However, in 1690, there was a Governor’s Inspection at Aggarp and it was decided that it
didn’t meet the requirements for such an estate. Therefore, Aggarp lost its status and Jacob
and Knut now had to pay taxes like any farmer.

One day in 1691, Knut's son Isak came to visit Jacob. He had been sent by his father to
discuss the borders between Knut's land and Jacob’s land. There was a part of the estate
that both brothers had always regarded their own. Now, with the new taxes, they simply
had to solve this disagreement. Jacob was upset - no doubt this was his land! - and he
told Isak to leave his house at once. Isak left, but told his uncle that they would meet in
court. And so they did on June 19, 1691. As they couldn’t agree, the court appointed a
group of men to reconcile and make peace by putting a cairn between the two parts. This
would help the brothers to mark their respective land ownership.

The cairn was put there, but it didn’t help much. In fact, Jacob and Knut were more or less
enemies when they died some years later.

Markis in Larstorp and Peder Johansson in in Qwill inspect the land at
Dullatompten. During this inspection, Markus and Peder would decide where
the fence between Duse’s lands and Aggarp would be placed and also inspect
where the eastern cow path should be.%¢

Christer Samuel Duse (1656-1712)

Christer Samuel Duse was born in 1656 at Freienfeld
in Franconia, Germany. His parents were
Samuel Duse and Dorothea Barbara von Wiirzburg,
and his family was of nobility. In 1667, he enlisted as
a pike man in the Swedish Army. Duse was promoted
to a sergeant in the Ostergotland Infantry in 1671, a
lieutenant in 1677, and a captain in 1700. Shortly after
he was promoted to Captain, Duse retired from the
service. He was married for the first time to Dorotea
von Brobergen and the second time to Margareta
Armskold. Duse had nine children. Duse died at
Sjoryd, Bjorko on November 5, 1712. He was buried in
the vault of Bjorké Church.

Nothing is known about Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter, the parents of
Olof Jonsson, prior to 1643. However, they were probably born in the 1610s or

early 1620s.195 The two were probably married in the early 1640s.

By 1643,

they were living at Hamnaryd, a farm in eastern Norra Solberga Parish. At this
time, a farmhand named Mans Joensson (who may have been Jon’s brother)
and a maid named Marit Matsdotter (who may have been Karin’s sister) were

The Reign of Queen Christina (1632-1654)

From 1632 to 1654, Sweden was ruled over by
Queen Christina. Christina (b. 1626) was the only
surviving legitimate child of King Gustaf Il Adolf, and
succeeded him after his death in 1632 (although she
didn’t actually start ruling until she was 18).
Christina was one of the most educated women of
the 17" century and was fond of art, music,
literature, and theater. She thoroughly rejected the
prescribed gender role for women of her time and
refused to ever marry. In 1654, Christina converted
to Catholicism. Only July 6% of that year, she
abdicated the Swedish throne and was replaced by
her cousin Karl X Gustaf. After her abdication,
Christina made several visits to France and Italy
where she met with numerous politicians.

Just over three years later, Karin gave birth to a son named Olof in February of
1660. Olof was baptized at Norra Solberga Church on February 15th.112 The
same year, Peter Bagge, the owner of Hamnaryd, died. After Bagge’s death, his
son Erik Bagge I inherited the estate and lived there intermittently. Jon and
Karin probably also had a son named Per and a daughter named Maria.
However, their baptisms can’t be found (and if they do exist their names aren’t
listed on them), so it’s unknown when they were born.

There are two baptism records which document the births of unnamed children that were born at
Hamnaryd during the time that Jon Joensson and Karin Matsdotter lived there. One child from
Hamnaryd was baptized on June 22, 1645' and another child from there (whose parents were Jon
and Karin) was baptized on January 1, 16572 Its possible that these were the baptism records for
Per Jonsson and Maria Jonsdotter.

Sometime in late March or early April of 1666, Jon Joensson died. On April 4th,
he was buried in the cemetery of Old Norra Solberga Church. The funeral was
presided over by Magnus Mansson Montilius, the vicar of Flisby and
Norra Solberga parishes, for a fee of ten copper pieces!13.

Fortunately, there are various websites that can display
which day major ecclesiastical events (such as Easter and Trinity) fell on for a
specific year. This information can be used with a calendar to calculate the
actual date that the event took place on.

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After the death of Jon Joensson, Karin Matsdotter continued to live at at
Hamnaryd with her children. In the 1670s, Karin’s children started to marry
and have children of their own. On October 19, 1673, Per Jonsson (who was
probably Karin’s son) was married to a woman named Anna Nilsdotter.114

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Karin’s son Bo Jonsson was probably also married sometime around 1673. In
November of that year, his wife (whose name is unknown) gave birth to a
daughter named Kerstin.!1> No other records can be found which show Bo at
Hamnaryd after this, so it’s likely that he left there shortly after Kerstin’s birth.

Nothing is known about Hakan Svensson, the father of Ingjard Hakansdotter,
until 1659. It’s likely that he was born in the 1620s or 1630s. It’s also
unknown for certain if Marit, the woman he was married to in the 1690s120,
was Ingjard Hakansdotter’s mother, or if Hikan had previously been married to
another woman who was Ingjard’s mother. It’s likely that Hdkan was married
sometime in the 1650s. Although the baptism record for Ingjard Hakansdotter
can’t be found, she was probably to them in the late 1650s or early 1660s. In
1659, Hakan and his wife were living at Askhultamdlen, a small farm in
southern Norra Solberga Parish.12!

Sweden’s Wars in Bremen

alliance to Swedish king Karl X Gustav.

In 1654 and in 1666, the Swedish Empire invaded the town of Bremen, located in
modern-day northwest Germany. At this time, Bremen considered itself a subject of the
Holy Roman Emperor and claimed imperial immediacy, while Sweden claimed that it
belonged to its dominions. Sweden first invaded Bremen in 1654, and made it pledge
In 1666, 14,000 Swedish troops again invaded
Bremen. By the summer, all of Bremen’s territory, except for the city of Bremen itself,
were under Swedish rule. In November, peace was made between Sweden and Bremen,
who agreed to no longer be considered an imperial city.

Rotering och utskrivningsléngder (ROU) are records that the Swedish military
used in old times. These records keep track of each parish’s rote, or farms that
were responsible for recruiting a soldier and providing for them. These records
sometimes list the income and taxation rate of a rote’s farmers. Rotering och
utskrivningsldngder also contain numerous notes on the military personnel
living at each rote.

Their son Eric
was born around 1661. On September 22, 1689, Eric was married to a woman
named Kirstin Hansdotter.129

Did Hakan and Marit Have Children Named Daniel and Kirstin?

At the baptisms of three of Karin Hakansdotter's children, Hakan', Marit®, and Ingeborg?, one of
the witnesses that was listed was Daniel Hakansson in Hulu. Another of the witnesses at the
baptism of Karin's son Hakan was listed as Kirstin Hakansdotter in Solberga.'! Since it was
common that people had siblings be the witnesses at their children’s baptisms, it's possible that
Daniel and Kirstin were Karin's siblings.

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Sometime after 1714, Karin and Anders’s family moved to Kulla, the farm just
south of Hulu in Norra Solberga. Here, Karin spent the remainder of her days.

In January of 1728, Karin accidentally scalded herself while carrying a pan of
heated brannwine (a type of Swedish vodka) that spilled all over her. Within a
short matter of time, Karin’s burns became putrefied, and worms later infested
her wound. Karin must have been in excruciating pain during this time, and
was subsequently bedridden. Karin eventually died from these wounds on
February 16, 1728. On February 25t Karin was buried in the cemetery of
Old Norra Solberga Church. She was 57 years old at the time of her death.133

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After Hakan’s death, Marit continued to live at Askhultaméalen. By this time,
several of Marit’s grandchildren had been born.

Jon (whose last name is unknown) was probably born between the 1630s or
1650s.251  The identities of his parents are unknown. It’s possible that Jon
was born in Linderas Parish, since all of the records that mention him show
him there.?52 Jon must have come from a lower to middle class farm family.

Confusion with Jon and Another Farmer Named Joen

There is some confusion in records between Jon and another farmer at Sdnninge
(the farm Jon lived at) named Joen (which is a variation of the name “Jons”).
Several children that were born at Sdnninge had the surname “Jénsson,” but it’s
unknown if Jon or Joen were their father. In older Swedish script, “6”
sometimes had a single faint dot instead of two solid dots. This could cause Jons
to resemble Jon if the dots were faded or lightly marked. It’s possible that the
scribe who took the records at Sadnninge sometimes made an error and

misspelled Jon’s name.

He was most likely
married to a woman named Karin,
but it’s unknown if she was his first
wife or if he was married to another
woman before her.254

By 1673255, Jon was living as a tenant
farmer at the farm Séanninge in
western Linderas Parish located just
east of Lake Noen. Jon lived here for
the remainder of his life. It’s likely
that several of Jons relatives (such as
his siblings and cousins) also lived at
Sanninge.

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Every Sunday, Jon’s family attended Linderas Church. From 1650 to 1672,
the church’s vicar was Elias Benedicti Hval.

A Typical Service at Linderds Church

A typical Sunday morning church service in 17" century Sweden lasted two to
three hours and followed a structured order. The service began with a hymn from
the Swedish psalm book, which the congregation sang in unison while standing.
Next, there was a general confession of sins (syndabekédnnelse), where the
congregation knelt or bowed while the priest recited a prayer of forgiveness.

The sermon was the central part of the service, often lasting an hour or more.
The vicar read from the Bible and gave a moral lesson, often warning against sin
and encouraging obedience to authority. After the sermon, the priest asked
questions to test the congregation’s understanding.

Near the end of the service, the congregation recited the Lord’s Prayer.
Communion was held on special services. The vicar ended the service with a
benediction (vdlsignelse), blessing the congregation. Important parish
announcements, including upcoming weddings, deaths, tax collections, and legal
matters were then read. Finally, the congregation sang a final hymn before
leaving. After the service, the congregation members conversed with each other

In 1672, Peter Bugge, a talented and zealous individual became the vicar of
Linderas Church.

Peter Bjugg’s Sermon on the Wedding of Cana*

On an unusually warm Sunday in March of 1674, Peter John Bjugg, the vicar of

Linderds Church, gave one of his most impressive sermons, which filled Jon of Sanninge
with a sense of hope and faith in Christ’s blessings.

Bjugg preached on the Wedding at Cana, where Christ turned water into wine. Bjugg’s
words painted the scene so vividly that Jon felt as though he stood among the wedding
guests, watching the miracle unfold. “This was no mere feast, no revelry, but a sign of
divine grace!” Bjugg exclaimed. “The Lord does not withhold blessings but gives in
abundance!”

Jon clenched his hands together. He had seen blessings come and go —good harvests, harsh
winters, children born, and loved ones buried. But Bjugg’s words stirred something deep
within him. The Lord was near, working even through the ordinary.

As Jon left the church, the world outside felt brighter, his burdens lighter. He would carry
this sermon with him, a reminder that even in hardship, there was grace.

People Exempt from Taxes in Mantalslangder Records

e Children under 15 and the elderly (often over 63) were not always taxed, so
they may be missing from the records.

e C(Clergy, some military personnel, and noble landowners were often exempt
from taxation and therefore not listed.

e Sick, disabled, or impoverished individuals could be excused from taxes, and
were sometimes marked as "sjuk" (sick), "fattig" (poor), or "obrukbar" (unfit
for labor).

Sometime in the 1660s or 1670s, Jon’s wife gave birth to a daughter named
Karin.?57 Jon also had at least three sons named Jon,258 Lars2%9, and Per260,
and at least three daughters named Anna,2?6! Britta262, and Ingeborg?63 whose
birth dates are unknown.

By the end of the 1670s, two more farmers named Marten264 and Mans265 were
also living at Sdnninge, which was no longer owned by nobility.

Since Jon lived next to Lake Noen, he
may have often rose before dawn to
cast his nets into the still waters,
hoping to catch pike, perch, or bream
to supplement his family’s diet. When
Sanninge was owned by nobility, Jon
likely had to obtain permission from
the estate owner to fish, possibly giving
a portion of his catch as payment.

Lake Noen

Freshwater Lake Fishing in 17t Century Sweden

In late 17" century southern Sweden, fishing was an important source of food for farmers, crofters,
and tenant families, supplementing their diets alongside crops and livestock. Lakes and rivers were
abundant across Smaland and offered pike, perch, bream, roach, and eel. Many tenant farmers had
fishing rights tied to their farms, while others paid fees to noble landowners for access to specific
waters. Fishing during this time was an essential survival skill, heavily regulated by landowners but
crucial for food securitv.

During the 1680s, most of the farmers at Sdnninge lived in cottages that were
named after them. Erik and his family lived at Erikstorp, Joen and his family
lived at Jonstorp, Sven and his family lived at Svenstorp, Mans and his family
lived at Manstorp, Olof and his family lived at Olstorp, and Marten and his
family lived at Martenstorp.266

Cottages Named After Men in Sweden

In late 17th century Sweden, it was common to name cottages (torps) after the
man who founded them. This practice was especially prevalent among tenant
farmers, crofters, and landless laborers who built new homes in forests or on
the outskirts of larger farms. The Swedish word "torp" originally referred to a
small farm or crofter’s cottage, often built on previously unused or forested
land. Over time, "torp" became associated with tenant farms, crofts, and small
holdings. It was typically named after its founder, leading to names like
"Erikstorp" (Erik’s croft). This naming practice made it easier for locals and
tax authorities to identify landowners and tenants.

Births, Marriages, and Deaths in Early Swedish Church Books

In many early Swedish church books from the 1600s and early 1700s, records of births
(fodelse), marriages (vigsel), and deaths (dddsfall) were often kept on the same page in
three separate columns. This layout, though later replaced by separate books for each
category, was a common practice in some parishes due to limited paper and simple
record-keeping methods. The left column in these church books contained births and
baptisms (sometimes written in Latin as “Christianade”), the middle column contained
marriages (sometimes written in Latin as “Copulati”’), and the right column contained
deaths and burials (sometimes written in Latin as “Denati.”)

During the late 1600s, Sweden’s timber industry significantly expanded, which
likely meant that Jon saw more of the surrounding forests being cut down, as
nobles and landowners prioritized timber exports.

The Expansion of the Timber Industry in Late 17t Century Sweden

During the mid 17" century to early 18™ century, Sweden’s timber industry expanded
rapidly, driven by state policies, foreign demand, and war efforts. Noble landowners began
claiming more forests for charcoal production, often limiting the amount of wood available
for farmers' daily needs. Forests were increasingly privatized by noble estates or mining
companies, leading to land disputes between farmers and industrial interests. Meanwhile,
many farmers lost access to traditional communal forests, making it harder to gather
firewood for heating, construction, and farm tools.

In 1708, the bubonic plague spread through Sweden, bringing a wave of death
to Linderas. The first known death of the plague in Linderas occurred on
November 12, 1708, when a soldier from Kapela died from it. During the next
few years, nearly a third of Linderas’s population died from the plague.278
Sometime in 1711, Jon died. It’s possible that he died from the plague. Jon
was most likely buried in the cemetery of Linderas Church. The same year, a
soldier named Sven moved to the soldier’s croft at Sanninge Mellangard.279

Karin was listed at Sanninge Mellangard for the last time in 1716. By this
time, her son Boérje had taken over ownership of Jon’s portion of the farm.288
It’s unknown what happened to Karin after this. It’s possible that she
remained at Sadnninge Mellangard for the rest of her life, but was no longer
documented in any records.
